Graymont got an amending approval from Alberta Environment for a secondary crusher and emissions reduction project.  For more details click here. 

April 21/08 BVCAS had a good meeting with Graymont. They got their crusher project approved and are now working on their 10 year renewal. For their renewal, they are only installing one filtration bag house instead of two.  They have just started the public consultation process for their renewal.

 November 6/08 Graymont is scheduled to submit their renewal application by the end of November. BVCAS issued a letter to Graymont summarizing our concerns.  The letter is available here.

Our list of concerns include:   

•
requesting confirmation that Graymont will do a cumulative air analysis, 
•
a request for continuous air monitoring, 
•
a request for a bag house on Kiln 1 -- they only plan on installing a bag house on one kiln, 
•
a request for plan to reduce blue haze and 
•
a request for more use of Best Available Technology to control dust from the various rock piles

Given that this renewal is for the next 10 years, we do not feel our concerns are unreasonable.
